If your family chooses to “opt out” of directory infoation, it means you are not
authorizing the release of your son/daughter’s name fof piNpose. Some examples
of places where we could not put your son/daughter’s naouddvibe the yearbook, a
picture in a sports program, our honor roll, a playbilla school musical production,
etc... Clearly, this is a decision that requires a lotigussion. We just want all
families to understand that if you do choose this optimen we will not be able to
publish your child’s name/picture for any reason.

We also want to bring you up to date on Spokane Schauleht decision regarding
requests to withhold a student’s directory informatiomftbe list provided to military
recruiters. Some previous information for verifying yotwrdent’s enroliment
information was printed prior to this decision, and wetta clarify and be sure you
understand the current practice.

The parents and guardians of students who wish to withlr@ldtdry information from
military recruiters must make this request in writinghe principal prior to November
30, 2006.

We will then make the appropriate computer entry so yiuglesit’s directory
information will not appear on the list provided to mititaecruiters. Making this
written request will NOT prevent the school from prorg@isimilar information on
school lists, such as an athletic team roster, thethwll, or the yearbook.
