- Vegetable oil, rice, oats, trail mix, beef 
stew, chili, oatmeal
- Baking items such as flour, sugar, etc. 
- Soaps, shampoos, hygiene products, 
dental floss, toothpaste or toothbrushes, 
diapers, etc.
