Our travelling
pep band will be determined first based on attendance during the regular season
and secondly on seniority within the music program.

All pep band members must be passing 5 of their classes to participate in pep band.
If students are failing more than 1 class they will NOT be allowed to play but
rather, like the teams, sit on the edge (bench) of the group and work on homework
until their grades are passing.

All students will also earn points toward lettering in band and an A
grade on their transcript if they have attended (in their entirety) all Pep
Band events.
